CONTRACTOR  WORK RULES
CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS
Townhouse, Midrise Units and Cabanas:
1.     WORK WILL BE PERMITTED FROM THE DAY AFTER LABOR
THROUGH MAY 15TH. NO CONSTRUCTION WORK OTHER 

THEN LIGHT WORK AS DESCRIBED IN PARAGRAPH 3, WILL
BE PERMITTED BEYOND THAT DATE, FOR ANY REASON! 
AS LONG AS YOU PLAN ACCORDINGLY; YOU SHOULD HAVE 
AMPLE TIME TO COMPLETE ANY RENNOVATION OVER THE 

COURSE OF 8 ½ MONTHS. 
2. No contractor or work of any type is permitted on any Saturday or Sunday, year-round. 
3.  Noise free, light work may be performed on Monday to Thursday from May 16th to Labor Day with Management approval. Examples of this would be minor interior painting without the use of power tools, window treatment installation, carpet cleaning and window cleaning. 
4. No contractor or work is permitted on Friday, Saturday or Sunday, from May 16th to Labor Day.
5. On permitted days, work may not commence prior to 8AM nor continue later than 5PM.

6. Contractors from Comcast or Verizon may enter the property at any time as TV/Phone/Internet is considered an essential service. If you have an emergency with electrical, plumbing or air conditioning, you are required to notify the office. Otherwise, your contractor may be turned away at the gate. 
General

1. All Midrise, Townhouse, or Cabana renovations and interior improvements require advance application to the Board of Trustees.  A request for approval of any work must include adequate plans and/or drawings describing the scope of the project including materials to be used. Owners must fill out the Architectural Review Form that is located in the owner’s section of the website. If you do not have internet access, the office will print the form for you.
2. Contractors must provide proof of adequate insurance and necessary permits as part of the work approval process. Contractors are required to have their insurance agency provide copies of certificates naming the Belmont and the Unit owner as additional insured, prior to the commencement of work.  Copies of all permits must be filed in the office and a copy of the signed off permits must follow the completion of the job. Contractors must meet with me in the office for a pre-construction meeting to sign a CONTRACTOR RULES FORM.
3. Contractors must be provided with a key to any secured lobby, the unit and an entry code for the front entrance gate. Management will not grant access to any unit without written permission from the unit owner in advance of the scheduled entry.
4. Contractors MAY NOT touch the low temperature alarm systems, thermostats or heat detectors. They should approach management with any questions about these items.

5. Major unit renovations (bathrooms, kitchens or structural changes) will not be approved and will not be allowed to start after January 10th because delays beyond the May 15th deadline are a real possibility. There are no exceptions! Any owner performing renovations after the deadline will be subjected to a stop work order until the day after Labor Day.

6. The manager or staff cannot accompany workers to individual units.

7. Contractors MAY NOT park in a deeded space other than the unit that they are working on. They must park in guest parking.
8. Contractors MAY NOT use Belmont luggage or bellman’s carts to move materials or supplies.
9. All visible work areas must be cleaned daily by the contractor, including any affected common areas. This includes lining the hallways and elevators with ram board, firmly secured, so as to avoid any trip and fall hazard for others using the building. This paper must be replaced monthly if the work continues beyond a month so that the area looks neat and clean.   

10. No materials may be visibly stored in any common area, including driveways and parking spaces.

11. All construction debris must be removed from the property.  Association trash dumpsters may not be used for construction debris, carpet, cabinets, appliances, etc. 

12. An Owner may submit a written request to the Board of Trustees for an exception to any of the above rules.  Such request will be considered at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting.

13. The Manager may approve emergency repair work (plumbing, electrical, a/c, etc.).

By signing the CONTRACTOR WORK RULES; you are acknowledging that you will abide by all the work rules set in place to enhance the serenity for residents living at this beautiful property.
